With a handsome and neat habit, sturdy stems bearing plenty of flower, distinctive colour
and excellent growth qualities, Goldcrest is sure to be a popular success.

A hybrid between Digitalis grandiflora and D. obscura, Goldcrest is sterile, perennial and
exhibits continuous flowering from July to October, with yellow-peach flowers with red-
brown markings on branching stems. The foliage is neat, dark green and evergreen.

An excellent and easy-to-grow perennial with impact, for the herbaceous border.

Hardiness: Expected to be hardy to USDA zone 4 (-20 Celsius)

Bloom: Yellow-peach tubular flowers with red-brown markings on
branching stems from July to October.

Foliage: Smooth, dark-green evergreen leaves.
Habit: Tidy and compact. 45cm (18 inches) high.
Propagation: Tissue culture
